Most of you know that November is Rotary Foundation Month.

It’s during this month that we put a push in the Roswell Rotary to have everyone in our
club contribute to the Rotary Foundation. What you may not know is that our club will
match your donation up to $300 to help you reach the next Paul Harris Fellow level.
